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Data extraction capabilities for maintaining 

your Granite inventory system. 

SASI Reader from Sincera  is a product that enables Granite customers to extract data from their Granite  
Inventory system.  It is designed to create delimited files for use with SASI Loader, or for use with programs 
such as Microsoft Excel. 
 
One of the most difficult tasks facing a user who is planning a set of network changes in Granite is getting all 
of the current information about the network out of Granite.  It’s easy to do a search in Granite and pull back a 
set of records, but getting exactly the data you need can be difficult, and may require many steps.  Even if 
you have access to a full reporting engine for Granite, successfully creating a report that extracts just the data 
you want depends on having knowledge about the Granite schema.   
 
SASI Reader simplifies data extraction by making it easy to create a query that gets exactly the data you 
need, and only that data.  And it makes it possible to collect sets of data that you either can’t get easily using 
the client, or can’t get at all.  
 
For example, if you want to extract the full set of site records where the site type is “Switch” OR “Cell” OR 
“Hub”, you can’t do that in Granite without performing three different searches, extracting the data, then  
putting it all together in some external program.  With SASI Reader, you can quickly and easily design a 
query that will extract that information as a single operation, and put the results in a delimited file for further 
use. 

Setting the filtering options for a query. 
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SASI Reader can be used for any sort of ad hoc data extraction from Granite, but its greatest strength is that 
it can create SASI Loader data files as the output of any query.  This is particularly important when you are 
planning a set of path modifications.  The standard Granite client allows a user to view and modify all of the 
elements in a path, but there’s no way to pull all of the elements from a group of paths out into data files.  
With SASI Reader, you can.  
 
SASI Reader also makes it possible to create SASI Loader input files with minimum information contained in 
them.  Rather than require that a data file for ports contain the site, the shelf, the slot and the card (and possi-
bly subslots and subcards), SASI Reader can make a Loader file that contains only the inst_id (a unique iden-
tifier for each object in a Granite database) for each port as an identifier.  This makes the load files smaller 
and easier to edit. 
 
In short, SASI Reader solves two problems at once: 
 

It’s the essential adjunct to SASI Loader, making it possible to maintain your Granite Inventory da-
tabase with less effort and for lower cost.   

 
SASI Reader is also perfect as a stand-alone solution for your miscellaneous data extraction 
needs, whether you  are supporting integration projects or simply trying to answer some questions 
about the state of your data and your network.
